Students commencing their programme in January are reminded that although their academic year runs from January to December, they will need to apply to Student Finance England for 2 separate fee loans, the first for modules registered in January (submit a 15/16 application to Student Finance England) and the second for modules registered from September (submit a 16/17 application to Student Finance England.)

It is important to note that the above figures are expectations of fee liability based on an assumption of a standard progression through the course. If for any reason you do not study these modules as per the standard progression; a change of circumstance task can be sent by the university to SFE revising the fee liability as appropriate. EU students studying outside of England will not be eligible for Tuition Fee Loans.
