ADAPTATIONS FOR ELECTRONIC DRUM KIT:
DRUM KIT 2020-2023

Electronic drum kits may be used in exams up to Grade 5 and should be capable of producing all timbral and dynamic variety demanded by the score (see syllabus,
pages 14-15).

In exceptional circumstances, candidates may apply for a pre-exam adjustment for permission to use electronic drum kits which do not offer the full range of notated
sounds available on acoustic kits. The following guidance offers adaptations and solutions for which candidates will not be penalised, if permission has been given.

Please note that at Grades 6 and above, electronic drum kits are not permitted and so the adaptations listed are not for exam use.

Unless special permission has been given, our usual syllabus restrictions on the use of electronic drum kits apply and the following adaptations and solutions are
not applicable.
